The 2008 and 2009 seasons featured Mr. Baldwin performing the role of Don José for both Opera Theatre of the
Rockies and Utah Festival Opera, with great acclaim.

Merry Widow and Alfredo in La Traviata, and Opera Fort Collins as Pinkerton in Madama Butterfly.

A passionate concert artist, Mr. Baldwin has performed many diverse works in recent seasons including a critically
acclaimed performance of Britten’s War Requiem with Marin Alsop on the podium.

He was a Studio Artist during Utah
Symphony and Opera’s 2003-2004 Season, an Ensemble Artist at Opera Theatre St. Louis in 2003, and a Young
Artist with Opera Colorado from 1999-2002.
